-3 Parts of Bone

—Compact bone

Compact dense and hard part of the bone, typically the outer
layer

=Spongy bone

«Contains open spaces (like a sponge) and provides strength
and support for the bone (like your IT bridges)

*Red marrow produces blood cells
*Yellow marrow stores fat.
